O I affirm upon oath, that I am the married O Father O Mother of minor patient, and the other parent is
unavailable to give notarized consent in a reasonable time period, and I consent to her abortion; or,

Notarized signature of available married parent Date

O T affirm upon oath, that this pregnancy was caused by minor patient’s father, stepfather, or guardian,
and that only mother’s notarized consent is needed. Incest is involved and will be reported.
